
Pastor’s Corner 
Over the past 4 months, I have been going through the thresholds that Don Everts 

and Doug Schaupp introduce in their book “I once was lost.” These are moments 

and decisions that our friends must cross to become a part of God’s kingdom. I 

hope that this has awakened you to the fact that sharing Jesus with someone is not 

just about calling them to make a decision to follow Jesus. It is often a long process 

that starts with trust, flows into willingness to change, builds into curiosity, and  

commits to seeking after Jesus. But the process doesn’t stop with seeking. We want 

our friends to not just seek to know and understand Jesus, but to be followers of 

Jesus. That brings us to the final threshold, entering the kingdom of God, or         

becoming a follower. This is often what comes to mind when people think of       

engaging others with the gospel. It is the pivotal moment when a person chooses to 

lay down their life and follow Jesus. I think it is appropriate that we are looking at 

this threshold while going through the “kingdom parable” series on Sunday      

mornings. There are two kingdom parables that particularly relate to this important 

step for our friends. Both the parable of the pearl and the treasure, found in       

Matthew 13, point to the significance of this moment. They describe a moment 

when the pearl merchant and the man sell everything and grab onto the treasure 

they have found. They show both the importance and urgency of this moment. So, 

how is it that we help our friends and neighbors get to this point in their lives? First, 

we cannot skip the first four thresholds. We must navigate through those with 

them, but it ultimately should end with a challenge. Just like the two people in the 

parables, they have a choice to make. They must face the question, is Jesus worth 

selling everything for? Am I willing to let him shape me from this point forward? Am 

I ready to be a part of this kingdom that God is building? This is a huge step.    

Sometimes using illustrations can be helpful, always be willing to walk with them 

through the scriptures to find what Jesus says about this. However, you do it, be 

clear, but don’t oversimplify the truth of the gospel. Let them look back and see the 

process it took for them to get here. Let them ponder the cost of this decision. It is 

not just one that will save them from the pits of hell, but one that reshapes them 

and their priorities from the beginning. This month, consider those in your life who 

are ready to make a decision for Jesus. Pray that God would give you the wisdom 

and courage needed to challenge them forward in that decision. In Christ,
